2~ Aims

We, the Event Management Committee, aim to:

1 Provide participants, young and old, with the opportunity to race competitively in a
controlled, safe and friendly environment.
Provide entrants a racing environment to test new designs.
Provide participants with the opportunity to improve their riding alibility for the
Wonthaggi 24 Grand Prix.
1 Promote the link between cycling and HPV for school aged participants.
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3~ Summary of Events

HPV

The 2010 Casey Cycling Festival HPV race is a six hour competition commencing at 10am.
The race will be conducted at Casey Fields on the 1.8km long HPV and Cycling Criterium
Track (top 2 loops). Racing is in an anti — clockwise direction. Awards will be given to the
winner of each category and the overall winner.

Cycling

The 2010 Casey Cycling Festival Cycling races will be conducted from 7am — 9:15am. Racing
will take place on the second and third loops of the HPV and Cycling Criterium Track in an
anti — clockwise direction. The event is open to all cyclists on either road bikes or mountain
bikes. This year there will be a separate event for primary school cyclists who have a
mountain / bmx style bike. This will be conducted on the track and is to cater for beginners
who do not own a road bike. Licensed riders are permitted to compete but will not be
awarded medals. (Awarded to first three riders in each category). See item VI, page 3 for
more information.

5~ HPV Teams

Teams competing in the 2010 Casey Cycling Festival can have the following number of
participants as a maximum:

Primary — Grade 5 16 max (no gender requirement)
Primary — Grade 6 16 max (no gender requirement)
Junior Secondary (Yr 7-9) 8 max (no gender requirement)
Senior Secondary (Yr 9-12) 8 max (no gender requirement)
Female Secondary (Yr 7-12) 8 students maximum
Community 8 max (no gender requirement)
Community (Ave age 35) 8 max (no gender requirement)

The 2010 Casey Cycling Festival Cycling races will be conducted from 7am — 915am. Racing
will take place on the second and third loop of the HPV and Cycling Criterium Track in an anti
— clockwise direction. The event is open to all cyclists on either road bikes or mountain bikes.
Riders who hold a competitive license are permitted to compete but will not be awarded
medals. (Medals awarded to first three riders in each category). The CCHPVCC decided to
introduce a Cycling event to cater for the skills that students learn in training for a HPV event.
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Participants wishing to enter the Cycling event as part of the 2010 Casey Cycling Festival
must complete the Cycling Entry Form through their school (for insurance purposes). Each
participant will also be required to pay an individual entry fee of $5 on race day.

Participants must register their attendance on the day between 7am and 7:20am at the
registration tent on loop three. (Where the cycling event is to be held.)

Females and Males will ride virtually at the same time (10sec delay) in each class.

Cycling races will be split into year level rather than age group.

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9 ~ HPV Track Rules

To ensure a high level of rider behaviour and track safety the following rules will be enforced
during the event. ltisthe Team Manager’'s responsibility to infor
the event.

1 Vehicles must stay to the left of the track unless overtaking another vehicle or
entering pit lane.

1 Vehicles must endeavour to overtake on the outside of the track.

1 When overtaking, a rider must ensure that they:

0 Check their mirrors to ensure it is safe for them to overtake.

0 Sound their horn until they have passed the vehicle they are overtaking.

o0 Ensure there is a safe distance (approx 3m) before moving back across the
track.

1 Blocking, weaving or forcing a way past a vehicle is not permitted and examples of
such driving will be penalised.

1 When a caution flag is displayed on the track, all vehicles must slow and not
overtake.

1 If aggressive behaviour and abusive language is observed teams in question will be
penalised. These types of actions will not be tolerated.

1 If avehicle becomes disabled (i.e. chain falls off) on the track, riders are to pull over
to the side of the track. If the rider cannot rectify the problem alone, the vehicle will be
taken back to the pits on the recovery vehicle.

T Vehicles involved in a collision or rollover wi
Vehicles must immediately return to their pit and not leave again until cleared by the
relevant scrutineer

1 Upon entering Pit Lane, riders must ensure that they are travelling at 10kmh (walking
pace). This speed must be maintained through the entire distance of the Pit Lane.

1 Portable music / electronic devices (e.g. I-Pods, mp3 players, I-phones etc) are not
permitted to be used. Any riders found to have ear phones in constitute a safety
hazard and will be stopped immediately.

Breaches of the above rules or riding in a manner that, in the opinion of the Event
Management, is in breach of the spirit of the 2010 Casey — Cardinia Cycling Festival may
result in disciplinary action. This could be in the form of warnings, time penalties or loss of
laps at the conclusion of the event for subsequent breaches.

Pit Rules:

1 In the pit bay, a maximum of two students and one supervising adult may assist the
ingoing and outgoing rider with a pit stop. Should more people be required, the
vehicle must be moved back off Pit Lane back into the teams pit tent/area.

1 One team member is permitted to stand and signal to vehicles from the pit lane
barriers, but must move back immediately after signalling their vehicle.

10~ Pit Area

Each school / group entering will be allocated at least one pit bay upon registration on the
day. It is suggested that a tent or small trailer be used in the back areas of your pit bay to
provide protection for riders and their riding gear whilst not riding. This year the Event
Management Committee ask that you bring your own carpet for your pit bay if you wish, as
the committee will not supply carpet to competitors. This must be removed at the end of the
day.

There is no power to the pits. However, if you plan on supplying your own generator please
ensure that all power boards and power leads have up to date compliance tags and are
clearly labelled. A Fire Extinguisher must be in the vicinity of the generator at all times.

If you are using a BBQ this must also have a fire extinguisher next to it.
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There is to be no welding or angle grinders (or any equipment that create sparks) to be used
in the pit area

11 ~ Marshalling

It is a condition of entry that each team provide two marshals to assist the Event Management
Committee with marshalling duties on the day of the race. Entrants will be notified about
information regarding Marshal training closer to the event.

12~ Other Important Information

U Sponsorship
All entries are encouraged to display signage of their sponsors on their vehicle, providing that
signage is not offensive or promotes inappropriate material (l.e. tobacco, liquor etc.). Should

U Publicity
The CCHPVCC plans to provide newsletters to registered teams before the event to keep
them informed with all CCHPVCC activities and issues in the lead up to the 2010 Casey
Cycling Festival. We are also hoping to promote the event through local print media and via

Please note, the 2010 Casey Cycling Festival has no facilities for camping at the event. It is
st ri ct+outoathe sanie day” event.

U Safety
Please ensure that all relevant paperwork is completed and submitted before the due date.
While the Event Management Committee is going to all lengths to ensure we take every
precaution to make the 2010 Casey — Cardinia Cycling Festival as safe as possible, we can
not take responsibility for individual teams.

First Aid facilities will be available on the day to provide medical attention if the need arises. It
is also suggested that each organisation have a First Aid Kit in their Pit Area.

Team Managers must ensure that helmets meet the latest Australian Standards requirements
(with tag still attached), gloves and safety glasses (even in enclosed vehicles) are in good
condition and that they are correctly fittedandworn. Hel met s t hat ar e
not meet Australian Standards and are not to be used. Marshals along pit lane will be
checking this vigorously on race day.

U Insurance
School teams will be covered via school excursion notices.

As per last year, Community Teams will be covered by insurance. Further information will
be given to community teams when entry forms are received, or should you require

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U Catering

At the 2010 Casey Cycling Festival, a number of vendors will be on site to provide
participants with food and drinks at competitive prices throughout the day.
Cranbourne also has a major shopping complex which is only a short drive from the track.

U Extreme Weather

In the event of a fire threatforthbhada theaventvilleen decl ar e
be cancelled. Casey Fields is used as an emergency refuge for the area and therefore

needs to be available to emergency services.

If the temperature exceeds 36 degrees, organisers reserve the right to implement a range of

staged strategies to reduce the likelihood of heat stress.

This includes compulsory breaks through to suspension of the trial for a period of time.

The decision is the responsibility of the Clerk of Course and organisers.

Other adverse weather will be dealt with accordingly e.g. rain, wind
